	The plan was prepared using the 2011 Interim Sub National Household Projections. These figures formed the basis of the 10,800 dwellings in the Proposed Submission Core Strategy. This information has now been superseded by the mid-2012 population projections published by the Office of National Statistics on 29th May 2014.  
We consider that the housing figures in the Core Strategy are out of date.  National planning policy places core strategies at the heart of the planning system and so it is essential that they are in place and kept up-to-date  PPG12-00, NPPF 157.2.

	To start a new Core Strategy based on outdated data can not be seen as a sound plan.
The significantly lower projected population figure will require less infrastructure and changes the emphasis on the selection of sites for new housing.  6.10 Gaydon/Lighthorne Heath housing development will no longer be required and can be removed from the plan.  This Parish Council fully supports the representation made by FORSE in relation to sustainability, transport and ecology issues with this site but has respected the wishes of the District Council in requesting, where possible, only one representation regarding groups or individuals with similar views.

The mid-2012 projected population figures show a reduction of housing needs across all of Warwickshire of between 25% and 39%.  Coventry is shown with a higher requirement of 70%.  However, analysis of the numbers of people in single age groups for each year from 2002 to 2031 identifies two problems with this projection.  The 2 universities currently have about 13,500 international students.  From 2005 there has been an increase in these cohort numbers but not a corresponding outflow. Between 2002 and 2004 the inflow was between 2400 and 3700.  From 2005 inflow increased to 7700 by 2011.  At this time universities sought to increase international students.  There was not a corresponding change in outflow until 2009 to 2011 but this was still less than the inflow 3 years earlier.  This suggests that international students are on courses that have not yet finished.  The higher inflow is reflected in the population projections since it takes the 6 year average from 2007 to 2012.  This represents a temporary number that over time should rectify with corresponding inflow and outflow.  It does not make sense to build houses for a population that will not be there.  If you factor out the international student bulge figure then it is unlikely that Coventry will be asking Stratford to meet its housing need.
